Position Hold uses Surface Scan™ ground tracking (optical flow) to maintain a
perfect hover. It also prevents drifting when you have no hands on the controller.
Position Hold is active in both NORMAL and SPORT modes. Always make sure
the Surface Scan viewer on the underside of the drone is unobstructed.
